This past week we had the Wilder and Sarai Zamora missionary family with us.  They are a young couple on their way to Peru.  Our folks were greatly encouraged as we committed ourselves to pray and financially support another soulwinning missionary family..  

Our metal building is coming along.  We have been doing some cement work and will paint the metal structure white.  Please continue to pray that we will find the right metal roofing at the right price.  

Our beloved Don Eliseo Gutierrez Nuñez, the 95 year old convert that I baptized last February 2010, went to Heaven.  He was the father of Dr. Fidel Gutierrez.  This gentle saint of God is the believer responsible for allowing the Iglesia Bautista Monte Calvario to thrive in his home.  His home going was a bitter sweet victory.  We miss him so much.
