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Family News:  We continue to haul water from the well in Santa Rosa Xochiac.  My mind went back recently to the late 60’s and early 70’s when the Combe Family had to haul water from Los Fresnos, TX to the Espiritu Santo Grant, our dad’s ranch, just 5 miles north on Paredes Line Rd.  I thought of my sister, Connie, driving (since my dad, Buck, was blind) and all us kids in the back.  It is amazing how life prepares you for life.  Sweet memories came and visited me.  
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Ministry News:  This past week Patricia Gurola Ojeda, the mom of Nemorio Chairez Gurola, past away.  The joy of her passing was truly genuine because it was approximately a year ago that I gently led Patricia to a believing faith in the Saviour.  She received Him with joy and humility.  Soon afterward she became ill and was bedridden.  This past week we had the funeral and buried Patricia’s body in the midst of over 100 hard core unbelievers.  I preached a total of 5 times and many of those folks trusted Christ.  Many of her family members were saved.  Those who did not believe the Bible heard the Gospel 5 different times.  I was later told that some of the neighbors had a Rosary and mentioned that “she was in purgatory” before we arrived.  I preached the funeral and, not knowing what had taken place, said “Patricia is in Heaven!  She is not in Hell!  She is not in Purgatory!”  Not once is purgatory mentioned in the Bible.  It is an old lie generated to deceive the people into paying money to supposedly spring their loved ones to Heaven.  It also teaches that Jesus does not cleanse all sin.  That one has to be purged by fire.  Recently the Catholic Church has debated getting rid of this doctrine.  “What about all the souls that are supposedly there?”  If people only read and studied their Bibles they would know the lies so blatantly told.  Once again I preached at the grave site and there were many tears but we were able to “comfort one another with these words.”  As is my custom, I wandered through the cemetery thinking to myself how many other dead in Christ will rise, when I noticed a familiar name:  Ricardo Juarez Cansino.  My mind went back about 8 months when I talked to a man by this name in a hospital.  Yes!  It was the dad of Alejandra Juarez, one of the dear ladies of our church that I had led to faith in Jesus.  Praise God at least two plots will burst open on Resurrection Day!    

The folks of Tetelpan know there is a Bible preaching church in their area.  Many folks have never heard of a Baptist Church.  I speak this to our shame.  We are covering larger areas in Mexico City but I feel like a drop in the ocean.  Please make plans to come help us this year.  Many times I have asked myself, “what if we had never come, what if I am not called?”  I thank God a thousand times that we did come.  Just Do It!  Just Go!  

We have purchased half of the metal roofing needed and will begin to put it up this week.  We will purchase the remaining roofing next week.  Please continue to pray that we will be able to finish what we started.  This past Sunday night we had the Lord’s Supper.  There were two folks in our midsts that had been saved but not baptized.  Of course, the Iglesia Bautista Monte Calvario practices and teaches “Closed Communion”.  I told the two who were present that they if they wanted to partake of the Lord’s Supper they would have to follow the Lord in Baptist baptism now.  Carmen Soto’s hand shot up.  She said, “I want to be baptized!”  She has been coming to church for over 2 years.  I felt like, I believe, Philip felt when, “He commanded the chariot to stand still:  and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him.”  Amen and Amen!
